REMAINS IN EFFECT 

Please be advised, the Town of Bennington Water Department’s request for WATER CONSERVATION by ALL BENNINGTON WATER USERS – REMAINS IN EFFECT.  The Town was able to re-connect the filtration plant to the system.  HOWEVER due to the extensive damage from Irene and the continued rain this past weekend we are not running at full capacity just yet.  Therefore, we are asking consumers to remain mindful of their usage.  You may conduct everyday activities but PLEASE DO NOT BE WASTEFUL.  For example ½ loads of laundry, letting faucets run unnecessarily etc.  We continue to run on our Secondary Supply – Morgan Springs and will be supplemented by what the filtration plant can safely supply.   Conservation remains necessary and will remain in effect until further notice.  We continue to work feverishly to resolve these issues.  ALL WATER SUPPLIED is completely safe to drink but the supply is still fairly limited.  We will continue to update the public as changes occur.
